[bookmark: _TOC_250016]Chapter- 6 FOLLOW UP ACTIONS
6.1 [bookmark: _TOC_250015]Introduction

From past experience it has been observed that development plans prepared for planned development and development control have been neglected and piece-meal type development schemes were undertaken resulting in total chaos in urban living. It is unfortunate that town planning is not a part of our cultural practices. Individuals love to go at will without respect to planning norms. As such, it is essential that some sort of awareness is to be built among the people to follow the plan. On the other hand the respective authorities should become sincere and dedicated to implement the plan. In order to accomplish the goal set forward in the plan, some follow up actions are required.

6.2 [bookmark: _TOC_250014]Follow up Actions

6.2.1 [bookmark: _TOC_250013]Awareness Building

It has been mentioned that town planning has not become a part of our cultural practice. This is mostly due to ignorance about the benefit of planned development and the evils of haphazard/sprawl development. By propagating and directly contacting with people, this problem can be solved. Easy and free availability of plan document also enables people to become aware of the plan and thereby follow the guidelines. As such RAJUK should take initiatives so that the plan document would be available easily and at minimum cost.

6.2.2 [bookmark: _TOC_250012]Show Willingness to Implement the Plan

RAJUK on adoption of the planning document should show its intent to implement the plan through effective control measures. This calls for equipping it with necessary logistic and efficient manpower. To secure the RoW of proposed roads according to the Detailed Area Plan, RAJUK must not grant permit for development of those plots for any thing but road. It may take years for the implementation of the plan, as such if the proposed right of ways are not secured, these will be lost. It will result in serious circulation problem within the entire area.

6.2.3 [bookmark: _TOC_250011]Revision of Existing and Formulation of New Legal Provisions Relevant to DAP

First of all, a National Urban Policy should be formulated to guide the urban development of the country. Then a review of the existing acts and regulations in vogue for development and development control is required in order to make them compatible with the dynamic society. Particular mention may be made of the Town Improvement Act which empowers RAJUK to prepare Master Plan. Nowadays, Master Plan concept has become obsolete and three tier development plans in the form of Structure Plan, Urban Area Plan/Development Management Plan and Detailed Area plans are prepared through out the world. This has to be accommodated in the Town Improvement Act.

Recommendations have been made to implement DAP through Action Area Plans with people’s participation. This is a new concept for Dhaka. Hence it requires legal coverage and thereby it is necessary to enact new law for this purpose. In the process following acts are required to be reviewed:

· Town Improvement Act, 1953
· Building Construction Act, 1952 Formation of new policy and acts:
· National Urban Policy
· New Acts for Land development through:
- Land Readjustment/Redevelopment/ Urban Renewal Techniques






6.2.4 [bookmark: _TOC_250010]Identification and Preparation of Policies for Non Conforming Uses

There have been many uses in various areas which do not conform to the Landuse according to the Dhaka Structure Plan 1995-2015. Some of these have been identified as non conforming use and many of them have remained unidentified. RAJUK will have to take the initiative to identify and take necessary action against those uses as well as structures on case to case basis.

Similarly there have been many structures constructed in different places which do not conform to the Landuse of the area. These have been identified as non conforming use. Non-conforming use structures have to be relocated and structure use has to be changed to conforming uses according to the Landuse of the area. The authority should take immediate remedial measure in this respect. To implement these, legal coverage has to be included in the Town Improvement Act 1953 and other relevant acts and regulation.

6.2.5 [bookmark: _TOC_250009]Preparation of Action Area Plan

Mere preparation of Detailed Area Plan will not be sufficient. Securing Right of Way for circulation network and utility corridor needs huge funds which cannot be met from public exchequer. To minimize the cost of development, RAJUK should involve the land owners in the development process. This can be achieved by declaring some of the developing corridors as concession for development through people’s participation where land-owners will become development partners and share the development cost through voluntary contribution of a portion of their land. RAJUK has to prepare Action Area Plan for those areas utilizing development techniques like Guided Land Development or Land Readjustment. RAJUK has to show strong determination and willingness as this is a very difficult task to accomplish involving hundreds of people. RAJUK has to increase its efficiency and do the work at the appropriate time. Some patches of land for Action Area Plan has been identified in different colors in Map No. 4.1.

6.2.6 [bookmark: _TOC_250008]Resolving Duality of Power in Granting Planning Permit

The Local Government Ordinance empowers the local government institutions (like Paurashava or Upzila Parishad) to issue plan permits. On the other hand, according to the Town Improvement Act, RAJUK is the authority within its jurisdiction area to grant building plan permits. This has given rise to duality in the performance of development control function resulting in chaos as RAJUK and local government institutes follow different rules. This issue should be resolved immediately.

6.2.7 [bookmark: _TOC_250007]Decentralization of RAJUK Function

RAJUK zonal offices should be more powerful and zonal offices should be set up at City Corporation, Paurashava and Upazila levels, if not at union level. The zonal offices should be given appropriate authority to enable them to handle development control function adequately.

6.2.8 [bookmark: _TOC_250006]Bringing Potential Areas for Urban Growth under Municipal Authority

There are many areas within RAJUK’s jurisdiction without municipal authority coverage which makes management of utility provision very much difficult. Although these areas are under the authority of different Union Parishads, the Union Parishads are not capable enough or are not empowered to provide utility services to the inhabitants. These areas should be brought under municipal coverage both for utility management as well as effective development control.

6.2.9 Strengthening Planning Department of RAJUK

RAJUK’s Planning Department especially Plan Preparation and Implementation wing should be equipped with sufficient number of qualified planners and logistics to enable them monitoring the development trend within the RAJUK area. This will help them effectively guide developments in preferred areas of urban expansion. Unfortunately, it is found that
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proposed RAJUK organogram recommends non-planners to men the Plan Preparation wing and Chief Town Planner placed below the status of Chief Engineer.

6.2.10 [bookmark: _TOC_250005]Co-ordination Among Related Authorities/Agencies

RAJUK should take initiative to foster better co-ordination among the stakeholders especially line agencies. Through this, RAJUK will be able to stop unauthorized construction by public sector agencies.

6.2.11 [bookmark: _TOC_250004]Enforcement of Law for Restoring Plan

There are many Acts and regulation for development and development control. Unfortunately there is no application of these Acts and regulation. In absence of enforcement, plan violation has become very common. As such efforts have to be made to ensure application of the existing acts and regulation in order to strengthen development control function.

6.2.12 [bookmark: _TOC_250003]Provision of Penalty for Plan Violation

There should be provision of punishment for violation of the plan provision by individuals as well as development and public sector agencies. Violation of planning provision makes it difficult to implement the plan properly.

6.2.13 [bookmark: _TOC_250002]Plan Review

RAJUK should take initiative to review the performance and functioning of the plan during the planning period. It should also make arrangement for regular updating of the plan. Provision should also be made to prepare fresh plans on expiry of a plan period.

6.2.14 [bookmark: _TOC_250001]Archiving of Planning Documents

The planning documents that are deposited in RAJUK should be stored at a secured and safe place and the documents should be uploaded in website because these are public property and uploading in web will prevent unauthorized alteration of the plan, too.

6.2.15 [bookmark: _TOC_250000]Computerization of Development Control Process

Through DAP, the authority has been able to develop a very rich data base using advanced computer software prepared by the local experts. This indicates that the whole process of development control function can be operated through development of suitable computer software. On the other hand dissemination of information can be done efficiently through computer based system. Moreover, computerization of the development control process will help the authority in efficient, safe and reliable record keeping in a cost effective manner. As such, RAJUK should embark on computer based development control system through development of suitable computer software in this respect.

Chapter- 7 CONCLUSION


Conclusion

Long time has been spent in the preparation of DAP, the third tier of the Dhaka Metropolitan Development Plan 1995- 2015. As the 1st two tiers of the DMDP are policy plans, it became very difficult to effectively control Dhaka’s development. This has resulted in the sprawl development and development in the areas of drainage corridor, flood plain and agricultural land. Wherein, it was expected that development would be directed towards preferred areas of urban expansion. Now that DAP has been completed, it should be put into operation after due ratification without any delay. There may be some shortcomings in the DAP, but it will provide the necessary legal instrument to steer development according to the guidelines provided in the Structure Plan and the Urban Area Plan. Moreover, it will pave the way for areal development with people’s participation, wherein, in the one hand no-body will be evicted from one’s land and no acquisition cost will be required on the other hand.

Planning is a continuous process. It needs periodic review and update. It is expected that the authority will take bold decision to update the plan in regular intervals. This will make this document dynamic and befitting with time.

It is also to be taken into account that without the application of the plan it remains as a piece of paper only. There are many useful Acts and Rules framed to deal with many issues, but in absence of their application they have become fruitless. As such due importance has to be given to the application of the plan and any deviation from this will bring disaster. To save Dhaka from further deterioration there is no alternative of the application of the plan in letter and spirit.

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Annexure-II: Railway Chord Line

Improving Dhaka-Chittagong Railway Transport Corridor

The Government of Bangladesh recognizing the need of improving the capacity and reliability of rail container transport services in the Chittagong-Dhaka transport corridor, which appears to be the prerequisite for making it competitive with other modes, a Feasibility Study has been carried out with assistance from International Development Partners.

To keep pace with the future growth of international export and import, especially of Ready made Garments (RmGs) and Ready knit Garments (RkGs), and to make railway competitive with the road as mode of transport, the present travel time of container trains must be reduced from 16 hrs (over all) to well below that of road transport (8-10 hrs.). The major issues contributing to this longer travel time by train are:

· Type and quality of existing track at different sections of Chittagong-Dhaka railway corridor.
· Distance through the existing track (321 km) between Chittagong-Dhaka.
· Capacity and performance of the existing ICD at Kamlapur (Present terminal detention 10 hrs.) And,
· Roads of the capital city over burdened with present traffic. This further delays the container to reach its final destination.

By upgrading and improving at different sections of the existing track in the Chittagong-Dhaka Railway corridor, the present 16 hrs travel time may be reduced to half. But unless the distance is reduced considerably, the desired advantage of the railway over road may not be that distinct. To reduce the distance and hence the travel time down by 3-4 hours in this route, a more direct Laksham-Dhaka Railway Chord Line (Chordline-1) was carried out. This savings of time as is expected of the project, would definitely give railway its distinct preference over road as mode of transport for carrying containers through Chittagong-Dhaka corridor.

Feasibility of different alignments of this proposed chord line [Options, as they called them] was studied by the Consultants entrusted as Chord line Consultants by Bangladesh Railway. In Chapter-4 of their June, 2007 report the Chord line Consultants have generally discussed the options mentioning their pros and cons in comparison to each other. In the Option 4.1 [Figure No. 5, page 9] the Laksham-Dhaka Chord line alignment was shown to directly connect proposed ICD Dhirasram [in between Pubail and Tongi]. They supported the alignment by saying, “although the shippers would have further to travel to receive their freight/TEUs the reduction in heavy vehicle traffic/congestion in the urban road network serving the Dhaka ICD [Kamalapur] could be significantly far outweigh the costs associated in relocating the current terminal [ICD Dhaka] if this [ICD Dhirashram] was an option”.

Though hard to believe, this statement of Chord line Consultants surprisingly reveals the fact that they were not sure about the ICD Dhirasram Project of Bangladesh Railway whose Feasibility Study was carried out during mid 2006 under World Bank-IDA Grant No. H-107-BD, under the same government department. This also means that had they been aware of this project, they too would definitely have suggested this alignment.

Although the reasoning shown in the above statement of Chord line Consultants are enough not to align the proposed chord line through Fatulla of Narayanganj, the Consultants of DMDP Detailed Area Plan [Group-B] feel it necessary to note the prolonged irreparable tangible and intangible impacts on the community if it passes through.

Salient features of the Laksham-Dhaka Railway Chord Line as per the Railway Consultants

Alignment
Initially the Railway Consultants worked with three alignments passing through the following tracks:

Option-1
West of Narayanganj along Munshiganj




Option-2
Narayanganj partly along old railway track connecting silo and Adamjee EPZ and turning towards Fatullah using the existing Narayanganj-Dhaka railway track

Option-3
Further east of Narayanganj

Out of these three alignments, they finally recommended the second option - the one through Narayanganj as the most viable option. The only technical argument the Railway Consultants could furnish to establish the viability was that it required the minimum land acquisition since it followed most of the existing tracks between the Sitalakhya river and the Fatullah station.

Technical Information

Structure
Viaduct, according to the Railway Consultants, would not be possible due to excessive heavy cost involved. The railway track would be based on compacted earthen mound, a new technology for this country.

Cross Section
The compacted earthen mound would have an unusually steep staggering section, the slope being 2:1 (unit horizontal shift per 2 units vertical shift) instead of commonly practiced 1 : 2 (horizontal shift of 2 units per unit vertical shift).

Gradient
The maximum gradient of the track along the length in the DAP Group-B area would be only 0.3 % [Finally it was 0.4%]. It means that the track would have 3m vertical shift per Km linear track. This is very low indeed compared to the optimum 5- 7 % gradient needed for vehicular traffic.

Turning Radius
The turning radius of the railway track to maintain safety and speed according to the Railway Consultants experts is 1200 m.

Navigation Clearance
Navigation Clearance for the river Sitalakhya and Meghna-Gomati are 20m making the track 24.21mPWD at the river bank. From this point the track would fall at the above gradient down to 7.2mPWD, which has been marked as the base level for the track. Navigation clearance for the Old Brahmaputra river is 12m.

Electric Traction
Laksham-Dhaka Railway Chord Line proposed to have provision for electric traction to provide the energy to run the engines in lieu of the existing diesel engines [later not found feasible].

Road-rail Combined Bridge
Railway Consultants proposed Road-rail combined bridge over the river Shitalakya to reduce cost.

Inclusion of Existing Narayanganj-Dhaka Railway Track
Improvement of Narayanganj-Dhaka Railway Track would be included in the proposed project and existing service in the route would be upgraded [Later included, deserves to be a separate project requiring much less cost, had the Chord Line not been in that alignment].

Possible Impact of the Chord line alignment as proposed by the Chord line Consultants

The proposed alignment of Laksham-Dhaka Railway Chord Line, despite all its good intentions, has got some grave direct and some indirect negative impacts at the local level over the entire DMDP area, especially on the area of DAP Group-B and beyond at the national or regional levels.




Impacts at the Local Level
The negative impacts at the local level would spread over the vast area under DND triangle, Old Narayanganj and its adjoining areas and even across the Shitalkhya under Kadam Rasul Paurashava and beyond.

The navigational clearance of the river Meghna-Gomati and the Old Brahmaputra is 20m and 12m respectively. The Laksham Dhaka Railway Chord Line as per its proposed alignment needs to cross over these two rivers as well as the Shitalakhya. These three rivers are at close proximity to each other along the chord alignment. Due to the mandatory navigational clearance coupled with very low gradient, the compact earthen mound to support the track would form a mammoth opaque obstruction. Starting at about 5 km on the other side of the Meghna river on the Laksham end the mound would extend about 22 kms having varying heights the maximum and minimum being over 24m and 15m respectively, blocking the view across a vast area finally coming down to the base line at 7.2mPWD near Fatullah on the Dhaka end. The highest point at the river banks being 24.2m, the mound would require a linear distance of about 5 km to get down to the base line as per the required gradient.

Present trend of development shows that the area under DAP Group-B and its surroundings is likely to witness very rapid urbanization. Although Narayanganj, the age old famous trade centre and river port stands right on the river Shitalakhya, the city is likely to expand in the DND triangle, a vast flood free area once earmarked for use as high value agricultural land. The Dhaka-Narayanganj link road linking Narayanganj with the National Highway-1, having about 90m right of way has already assumed the role of a major traffic artery for the whole DND area. Important public buildings like DC’s Office, Zila Judge’s Court, Zila Jail or the Stadium to hold international games are strong manifestations of rapid urbanization in the DND area. The problems people are likely to suffer from are basically of two types –physical and psycho-emotional.

Physical Impact
Physical impacts are broadly related to land acquisition, infrastructure, drainage and environment.

Land Acquisition
The proposed chord line needs fresh acquisition of almost entire land it requires all along its alignment. The potential savings by using the existing Narayanganj-Dhaka track is fractional compared to the total length. This too requires fresh acquisition of more than 929 acres of highly valuable urban land and demolition of total 3539 structures as detailed below:
Pucca	:278 Nos.
Semi Pucca	:756 Nos.
Katcha	:2505 Nos.

These structures include structures of religious, education and community facilities.
Another important point to note that the layout supplied by the Railway Consultants when super imposed on in-scale digitized map shows that the turning radius is much less from the required value. This changed alignment in addition to higher number of structure to be demolished requires consequent relocation of the newly built District Administrative Complex to give way for the proposed track.

So, the prime consideration for choosing this alignment as furnished by the Railway Consultants appears not to have much significance.

Heritage and Emotional Sites
The proposed alignment passes through the famous fort at , declared as heritage site and preserved by the Archaeological Department, GoB, which may require re-thinking about shifting of the alignment.

Narayanganj has a proud history as breeding ground of famous shooters of the country. The land once used as shooting ground, commonly known as Chandmari has long been cherished by the local people as source of pride. Recently Narayanganj Paurashava included the development of a modern sports complex at Chandmari into its wish list as an important project. Proposed alignment would pass through this emotionally charged site that may not be easily acceptable to the local people.

Access across the mound at sections not permitting mandatory road clearance
Considering the mandatory road clearance of 6m, more than 1.5 km from the base up the slope, road crossing can not be punched out of the mound at design grade for roads of the area [5mPWD] due to lack of necessary clearance. According to the ToR of DAP, major roads at east-west and north-south directions should normally be provided at an average of 1200m. So, in the 1.5 km of mound there should be at least two such mandatory major roads, which will face problem of passing across at grade. Considering the forthcoming urbanization of the area one can easily understand the number of required roads should be 2-3 times higher in practice. The roads may either pass below grade [under pass] or overpass the proposed chord line but in both the cases the cost would be very high compared to crossing at grade. Convenient travels by rickshaw will converge in to sufferings in terms of physical strain, cost and time through introduction of fly-over or underpass.

Sloped Road system to maintain access network
As the main road overpasses the chord line at 5-7 % gradient, The Fly over required for this would be huge requiring slope to start from a long distance on either side. To maintain a link with this main road, the surrounding road system too must be raised at slopes forming a criss-cross network. Despite all such costly efforts, there would be a number of practical problems as follows, grave enough to call for revising the decision of present alignment:

· Since the roads would be at varying elevations compared to buildings constructed at design grade, additional length of road would be required to complement this sloped road network to provide access to the adjoining facilities/structures.
· Means of transport here is predominantly rickshaw. This unnecessary slope and length of travel would cause tremendous physical sufferings to the rickshaw puller and monetary and time loss to the users as well.

Drainage Problem
The proposed mound to support railway chord line would create drainage problem along its length by obstructing natural flow of water and at local level by accumulating water at the compartments of landuse surrounded by raised road network at both sides of the mound passing through the town.

· The mammoth earthen mound carrying railway chord line, standing across the natural direction of the flood flow would obstruct the latter as punches to be kept in the mound for water to pass through are not conventionally designed to carry 100 % due to high cost involved. This obstruction would cause heavy cost of perennial maintenance for the structures.
· Compartments due to road network at varying grades may cause water logging, which would call for difficulty in drainage proving it to be too costly. Yet the time lag required for the water to recede, which is reasonable from the economic point of view, will be hard to accept by the residents hitherto living in a flood free zone.




Psycho-emotional Impact
The major emotional impact on the dwellers of the Narayanganj town as it is expected to expand in the north, would definitely be the psycho-emotional division due to the presence of a huge opaque physical barrier having height of eight storied building falling down over about 5 kilometers at a very low gradient of only 4m per linear km. The people would feel a psychological confinement due to this overwhelming physical structure. The punches, as suggested by the Railway Consultants, would off course provide some to-and-fro access between both sides of the town. But this access would never help people’s sense of confinement. Moreover, the above punches on such a mound, more than 50m deep, practically cannot be as frequent as may be optimum to link a development of similar characteristics on either side of it. One can feel the emotional state of the people by imagining the fact that those living on the west side of the mound would be permanently deprived of seeing the dawning sun as the area would be under prolonged shadow due to the mound as high as a seven to eight storey building. For the same reason people living on the east side of the mound would be permanently deprived of seeing the sunset and for all of them the day would seem shorter.

As mentioned earlier, considering the mandatory road clearance of 6m, more than 1.5 km from the base up the slope, road crossing can not be punched at design grade (5mPWD) out of the mound due to lack of necessary clearance. So, the vehicles, predominantly rickshaw, has to travel up a long distance along the mound to pass through a punch and travel down the same additional distance to reach destination just the width of the mound apart creating a permanent source of physical as well as mental strain.

Impacts at the National and Regional Level

Location of Garment Industries and Share of Container Traffic
Bangladesh’s Import and export today is almost synonymous with Garments Sector. Machineries, spare parts are imported for the ever expanding sector while accessories coming in, value added and then going back. Among the total imported containers at the Chittagong Port, 80% is Dhaka region bound of which 40% carries materials for Ready made Garments (RmGs) and Ready Knit Garments (RkGs) with back-to-back contracts. On the other hand, Garments Sector alone constitutes 75% of country’s total export in 2005. 81% of export tonnage is carried in containers and as high as 75% Chittagong Port bound RmG traffic is originated in the Dhaka Region alone. At present about 50% of the RmGs and RkGs are located in the north (Gazipur and beyond) and north-eastern (Rupganj and beyond) region along the highways. The remaining garments in the Dhaka city are mostly operated on rental spaces. Trend shows that these industries too are likely to shift to its own premise at the above locations with higher capacity as soon as they can. Also, it is heard that the industries must move from the metropolital area of the capital city. Thus, for almost all the RmGs and RkGs, which are the ultimate origins and destinations of most of the container traffics, should neither have need to use the Kamalapur ICD nor shall have to suffer from using capital city’s extremely busy major traffic arteries unless they are compelled to by choosing the wrong chord-line alignment.

Construction of new ICD near Dhirasram Railway Station
Bangladesh Government has decided to construct a new ICD with a capacity of handling about 3,50,000 TEUs per year near Dhirasram Railway Station at the north of Tongi well connected by road and rail. This ICD, if connected directly from Laksham instead of ICD Kamalapur would reflect the above expectation of the garment owners. This would help Dhaka’s vulnerable traffic situation by a great extent by preventing containers from coming to Kamalapur ICD which would otherwise add huge pcus [road occupancy unit] into the overburdened city road network and in the form of increased waiting time and potential hazard at the level crossings. The traveling distance would be reduced by 24 kms as well if directly connected.

Comparison Between Laksam-Dhaka Chord line Alignments As Proposed By the Railway Consultants and DAP Group-B Consultants
A comparison between the two proposals regarding the chord line shows that




· The Railway consultants proposed alignment is smaller in terms of lines to be constructed but the ultimate distance that will have to travel will be grater for the future. Saving some fixed cost for constructing the chordline will, in turn, increase the operational cost and freight forever.

· The waiting time for the intersections will be increased for the increased volume of freight traffic on the Chord Line and the monetary value of the time will be huge if the Railway Consultants proposed alignment is realized.

· Double staking of containers makes Railway viable in most of the countries including USA. But the proposed alignment does not permit double staking of railway because of already constructed flyovers within the city.

· It is important to note that the additional land acquisition cost for constructing the Chord Line on the alignment proposed by the DAP Consultants will be meager if not equal than the present alignment because in Chord Line Consultants’ proposal requires very high value urban land acquisition while that of DAP Consultants’ would require low cost rural land acquisition.

Cost to be considered as Integral Component of the Chord Line Project

The cost-benefit analysis must take into account the indirect costs both tangible and intangible converted to equivalent monetary term as well as the opportunity costs that must be borne by the local people due to the chord line. Some of such items, which are not generally touched in the CBA but must be considered, are being furnished here, which off course no way limited to this number.

Tangible Costs

· Construction of flyovers or underpass to maintain road link between two divided communities on either side of the proposed chord alignment.
· Construction of Opening at grade by punching out the mound carrying the proposed chord alignment.
· Construction of the sloped Local Road network to maintain the connectivity with the slopped Main Roads over- passing the proposed chord alignment.
· Mitigation of water stagnation at compartments formed due to aforementioned slopped road networks.
· Higher cost of travel due to the proposed chord alignment.
· Higher cost of elapsed time due to the proposed chord alignment.
· Higher cost of travel time all over the road network for additional traffic jams caused by NMTs due to the proposed chord alignment.

Intangible Costs

· Sense of confinement due to high opaque mound carrying proposed chord line dividing the town into two parts.
· Impact on the cohesive community living environment among the people hitherto together being parted due to high opaque mound carrying proposed chord line.




· Mental strain due to undesirable living condition which, if chord line does not follow this alignment, they would not have to face.
· It must be borne in mind that the developments falling under the above categories, even if executed at a later period, should certainly fall under the proposed chord line.

DAP Group-B Consultant’s Recommendations

· The Laksham-Dhaka Railway Chord Line should connect Laksam directly [Chord line Consultant’s Option 4.1, Figure No. 5, page-9, Report on June, 2007] to proposed ICD at Dhirasram through Pubail Railway Station
· A Spur may connect Airport or cantonment Station to take care of the Dhaka bound passengers.

DAP Group-B Consultants Concern about Chordline-2

Though it is beyond the scope of this report, it must be noted for relevance that, another chord line [Chorld line-2] is being actively considered from Khulna to Dhaka via proposed Padma Bridge and this too is to be connected to Fatulla on its way to Kamalapur. As the exact alignment is yet to finalize, detailed study for that chordline could not be undertaken. However, as this alignment too would pass through any location between Fatulla and Gandaria it is not difficult to understand that this too would cause the same impact on the vulnerable city traffic. DAP Group-B Consultants likes to draw immediate attention of all concerned to reconsider this alignment too for the same reason to save the vibrant historic capital city.
