[bookmark: _TOC_250074]Chapter- 3 DEVELOPMENT PLAN PROPOSALS
3.1 [bookmark: _TOC_250073]Abiding Policy Frameworks of Higher Level Plans

The Project Area of Group-B covers seven Strategic Planning Zones (SPZ), six fully and one partially, each having diversified characteristics. DMDP Structure Plan and Urban Area Plan provide different policies for their development depending on the nature and character of the area. For the planning purposes, these SPZs are again regrouped into Detailed Planning Zones (DPZ). The regrouping has been done according to the local condition considering their contiguousness. As such, all the Detailed Planning Zones are continuous, separated from each other either by natural barriers or administrative boundaries.

This section deals with the regrouped areas to see the policies that have been adopted by higher level plans as policy guidelines for development control before the preparation of Detailed Area Plans for that particular area. The proposed Detailed Planning Zones are:

DPZ-01 Shyampur-Dania-Matuail
DPZ-02 Kutubpur-Fatullah-Enayet Nagar DPZ-03 Siddhirganj Paurashava
DPZ-04 Baktabali-Alirtek
DPZ-05 Narayanganj Paurashava and Adjoining Areas DPZ-06 Kadam Rasul Paurashava
DPZ-07 Bandar-Sonargaon

DPZ-01 Shyampur-Dania-Matuail
Detailed Planning Zone-01 consists of three unions namely: Shyampur, Dania and Matuail. It extends from Sitalakhya river in the east to Buriganga river in the west. In the north, it is bounded by the Jatrabari-Demra road and parts of Kutubpur union and the Siddhirganj Paurashava are located in the south. It is one of the fastest growing areas of the DND and houses several important establishments like Dhaka Central Sewage Treatment Plant, RAJUK Shyampur Industrial Park and parts of Adamjee-Demra Industrial zone and the intake canal for Syedabad Water Treatment Plant. A part of the National Highway No.1 Dhaka-Chittagang road passes through this zone. Regional roads like Dhaka-Demra road, Old Narayanganj road and Demra-Adamjee road serve the area. This fast growing area is characterized by sprawl development, poor access facilities and inadequate drainage provision. There are pockets of undeveloped land in the central and the south-western part. Development pressure is high along the major arterial roads as mentioned above.

Relevant Structure Plan Policies

· Rural and Special Area Policy RS/5 – Flood Retention Ponds control will be maintained over the areas in order to ensure that they remain capable of fulfilling their primary function of water storage at times of flooding.
· Urban Area Policy UA/6 for New Urban Land growth promotion seeks to initiate and coordinate a range of measures aimed at stimulating and promoting the rate of development in the designated areas of the urban fringe.
· Urban Area Policy UA/7 Infrastructure Initiatives seek to promote, through the DMDP Structure Plan, an orderly sequence of new area development by means of mutually reinforcing and coordinated public sector investment programs, spearheaded by drainage, flood protection and transport development.
· Sectoral Policy SE/4 advocates for an integrated policy of the incremental environmental upgrading and relocation, where necessary, of Dhaka’s polluting industries, in a manner commensurate with sound environmental practice and cost-effectiveness.
· Infrastructure Policy IN/2 promotes for incremental network development in the transport sector in order to conserve resources and being responsive to proven demand for the service being offered.
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Urban Area Plan Recommendations

· Adequate control should be imposed on the intake canals of Sayedabad Water Treatment Plant.
· Sitalakhya river front should be provided with incentives for industrial development.
· Adequate measures to ensure the realization of Retention Ponds should be undertaken.
· FAP-8A project will provide drainage facilities and retention ponds in the area making the area free from internal flooding.
· Detailed Area Plan to steer development in the area is required.
· A study should be undertaken to provide the slum population with minimum basic services.

DPZ-02 Kutubpur-Fatullah-Enayet Nagar
Kutubpur, Fatullah and Enayet nagar unions constitute the Detailed Planning Zone no.02. Old Dhaka-Narayanganj road and the Buriganga river are the important elements of the zone. Shyampur and Matuail unions of DPZ-01 are located in the north, in the south it is bordered with Kashipur union, in the east Narayanganj and Siddhiganj paurashavas are its border while Buriganga river makes its western border. Settlements have mostly developed along the Old Dhaka- Narayanganj road. There are several pockets of industrial agglomeration in the zone. A very large section of river bank is serving as loading, unloading and processing centre of construction materials. BIWTA maintains a jetty for VIPs and two large Oil Depots are located here. Old Dhaka-Narayanganj road provides connection with Munshiganj district through Panchabati-Mukterpur road. Dhaka-Narayanganj rail link is through this zone with a station at Fatullah and a flag station at Pagla.

Relevant Structure Plan Policies

· Rural and Special Area Policy RS/5 – Flood Retention Ponds control will be maintained over the areas in order to ensure that they remain capable of fulfilling their primary function of water storage at times of flooding.
· Urban Area Policy UA/6 for New Urban Land growth promotion seeks to initiate and coordinate a range of measures aimed at stimulating and promoting the rate of development in the designated areas of the urban fringe.
· Urban Area Policy UA/7 Infrastructure Initiatives seek to promote, through the DMDP Structure Plan, an orderly sequence of new area development by means of mutually reinforcing and coordinated public sector investment programs, spearheaded by drainage, flood protection and transport development.
· Sectoral Policy SE/4 advocates for an integrated policy of the incremental environmental upgrading and relocation, where necessary, polluting industries of Dhaka’s, in a manner commensurate with sound environmental practice and cost-effectiveness.
· Infrastructure Policy IN/2 promotes for incremental network development in the transport sector in order to conserve resources and responsive to proven demand for the service being offered.

Urban Area Plan Recommendations

· A full study of the Pagla Fault line which passes through this zone is required to ascertain the measures that are required in the development work of the zone.
· Projects to increase the capacity of Sewerage Treatment Plant should be undertaken.
· RAJUK developed Industrial Area in Kadamtali should be steered to achieve full utilization in order to provide economic base to nearby people.
· Adequate measures to ensure the realization of Retention Ponds should be undertaken.
· FAP-8A project will provide drainage facilities and retention ponds in the area making the area free from internal flooding.
· Detailed Area Plan to steer development in the area required.
· A study should be undertaken to provide the slum population with minimum basic services.
· Given the facilities and opportunities in this zone, study should be made to relocating the Inland Container Depot in this zone.
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DPZ-03 Siddhirganj Paurashava
Siddhirganj Paurashava was created in the year 1995 to provide municipal umbrella to the industrial area along the west bank of the Sitalakhya river stretching from Godenail (northern end of Narayanganj Paurashava ) to Demra in the north and west of Demra–Adamjee road almost up to DND Spine Road covering Siddhirganj, Sumilpara and Godenail unions. The area is fast growing characterized by unplanned and sprawl development. The eastern part of the Paurashava along the west bank of Sitalakhya river is dominated by industrial use. The DND portion of the Paurashava is mostly residential and with patches of vacant land either used for cultivation or remaining fallow. The major elements of the Paurashava are Adamjee EPZ, Siddhiganj Power Station, the Grain Silo, the Pump House, DND Canals (a portion of the DND canal is serving as intake channel of Sayedabad Water Treatment Plant) etc.

Relevant Structure Plan Policies

· Urban Area Policy UA/3 emphasizes community led initiatives through the participation in the land development process.
· Sectoral Plans, Policies and Proposals Policy SE/1 seeks to designate Narayanganj area as a Special Rehabilitation Incentive Zone to revitalize the manufacturing sector to recover from decline of the jute sector
· Sectoral Policy SE/4 advocates for an integrated policy of the incremental environmental upgrading and relocation, where necessary, polluting industries of Dhaka, in a manner commensurate with sound environmental practice and cost-effectiveness.
· Infrastructure Policy IN/2 promotes for incremental network development in the transport sector in order to conserve resources and being responsive to proven demand for the service being offered.
· Infrastructure Policy IN/5 promotes incremental flood protection strategy to employ means of implementation of components of FAP-8A which will spread costs over time and capture benefits for other development sectors.
· Rural and Special Area Policy RS/4 envisages river pollution control for environmental protection to prevent pollution of the Sitalakhya river and its tributary, the Balu River, in order to ensure that it remains viable long-term source of potable water.
· Policy RS/5 proposes flood retention ponds for retaining water at times of flooding. The Structure Plan states that ponds have to be maintained primarily by landuse controls since acquisition of retention pond areas is unfeasible.

Urban Area Plan Recommendations

· On completion of DAP, the embargo on development in this area should be lifted to ensure planned development of the Zone.
· Sitalakhya river front should be provided with incentive for industrial development.
· More projects to enable low income people to get hold of serviced plots should be taken.
· Land Readjustment Projects to realize planning standards in the established areas should be taken.
· A new municipality or a specific DND Triangle Development Board should be undertaken.

DPZ-04 Baktabali-Alirtek
DPZ-04 is constituted with Baktabali union and Alirtek union. It makes the south and south-western boundary of RAJUK jurisdiction. The northern boundary is made by Enayet Nagar union and the Dhaleshwari river flows through the eastern boundary. The zone is low lying and part of flood flow zone. It is accessible through Old Dhaka-Narayanganj road and Mukterpur road.

Relevant Structure Plan Policies

· Structure Plan Policy RS/3 seeks to protect flood flow zones from land development in order to avoid obstructions to flood flow, which otherwise result, in adverse hydraulic effects, such as, the rise of flood water levels and changes in flood direction.




· Structure Plan Policy RS/6- Special Areas seeks to respect the integrity of the functions of the Special Area designations and maintain the land areas of their respective domain free from urban incursions.

Urban Area Plan Recommendations

· For providing improved access, various khals in the zone may be re-excavated which may then also be used for retaining irrigation water.
· Measures should be taken to maintain the flood plain free from development.

DPZ-05 Narayanganj Paurashava Area and Adjoining Areas
DPZ-05 encompasses Narayanganj Paurashava and its immediate surroundings, is the oldest urban area of the Group-B. The paurashava part of the zone is an important center of trade, commerce and industries. At the time of creation, Narayanganthis paurashava covered areas of both the banks of the Sitalakhya river. In the year 1993 the east bank area was separated from it and a new paurashava was created. The other areas included in the zone are Fatullah and Enayet Nagar unions in parts and Kashipur and Gognagar unions in full. The paurashava part is more or less developed. But development has taken place haphazardly resulting in ill-drawn and inadequate circulation system where paucity of urban services is a common factor.

Relevant Structure Plan Policies
Narayanganj Paurashava and its adjoining areas are composed of established urban areas and urbanizing areas. The Structure Plan policies for the areas are:

· Urban Area Policy UA/1 seek to optimize land resources within the defined established urban area by encouraging the infilling of vacant, under-utilized land by allowing vertical development up to four-six floors by redevelopment or re-subdivision of land within lower density communities.
· Urban Area Policy UA/2 promotes densification at community level accompanied by infrastructure consolidation.
· Urban Area Policy UA/3 emphasizes community led initiatives through participation in the land development process.
· Under Sectoral Plans, Policies and Proposals Policy SE/1 seeks to designate Narayanganj area as a Special Rehabilitation Incentive Zone to revitalize the manufacturing sector to recover from decline of the jute sector.
· Sectoral Policy SE/4 advocates for an integrated policy of the incremental environmental upgrading and relocation, where necessary, of Dhaka’s polluting industries, in a manner commensurate with sound environmental practice and cost-effectiveness.
· Sectoral Policy SE/5 seeks to promote the gradual dispersal of commercial activity to the existing suburbs and new growth areas.
· Sectoral Policy SE/10 envisages augmentation of the city’s existing stock of major recreational facilities by means of exploiting the resource of vacant and/or under-utilized government land within established urban area.
· Sectoral Policy SE/11 intends to identify and secure sites for major recreational use in all DMDP priority areas.
· Infrastructure Policy IN/2 promotes for incremental network development in the transport sector in order to conserve resources and responsive to proven demand for the service being offered.
· 	Infrastructure Policy IN/5 promotes incremental flood protection strategy to employ means of implementation of components of FAP-8A which will spread costs over time and capture benefits for other development sectors.
· Rural and Special Area Policy RS/4 envisages river pollution control for environmental protection to prevent pollution of Sitalakhya river and its tributary, Balu river, in order to ensure that it remains viable, long-term source of potable water.
· Policy RS/5 proposes flood retention ponds for retaining water at times of flooding. The Structure Plan states that ponds have to be maintained primarily by landuse controls since acquisition of retention ponds areas is unfeasible.

Urban Area Plan Recommendations

· Proposed additional access facilities with Dhaka should be realized as early as possible.
· Study to improve drainage facilities has to be taken up on priority basis.




· Telecommunication facilities of international standard have to be developed.
· To improve circulation within the city, a study for traffic management should be undertaken and efforts should be made to implement the recommendations with priority.
· Container handling capacity should be installed in the river port.
· BSCIC sponsored and on-going work of Hosiery Estate should be expedited for providing supplementary facilities to the growing export-oriented Knit Garment Industries.
· For the promotion of tourism Fort and its adjacent areas of historical importance should be developed. Fort area with river front provides excellent opportunity for development of a recreation centre.

DPZ-6 Kadam Rasul Paurashava
Kadam Rasul Paurshava area is also an old and important urban center. In fact, before 1993 it was a part of Narayanganj paurashava. The areas under Narayanganj paurashava in the east bank of the Sitalakhya river has been renamed as Kadam Rasul Paurashava. In the process, some of the areas of the old paurshava have been left out and new areas included. Thus the existing Kadam Rasul Paurshava covers areas along the eastern bank of the Sitalakhya river extending from Madanpur in the north to Madanganj in the south and almost the entire length of land between the old railway tract and the Sitalakhya river. There are thick patches of low-lying vacant lands in between settlements. Development pressure is slow and the area is being developed as residential areas for middle and low income people. With the decline of Jute related activities, the economy of the area has substantially declined. Here it may be mentioned that the Bawa Jute Mills, the first Jute Mills of the country was set up here which has long been closed and machineries scrapped. The Sonakanda Dockyard, the Institute of Marine Technology, the Haripur Power Station and some other textile and jute mills are important elements of the paurashava.

Relevant Structure Plan Policies

· Urban Area Policy UA/1 seeks to optimize land resources within the defined established urban area by encouraging the infilling of vacant, under utilized land by allowing vertical development up to four-six floors by redevelopment or re-subdivision of land within lower density communities.
· Urban Area Policy UA/7 Infrastructure Initiatives seek to promote an orderly sequence of new area development by means of mutually reinforcing and coordinated public sector investment programs, spearheaded by drainage, flood protection and transport development.
· Rural and Special Area Policy RS/4- Environmental protection measures will be taken to prevent pollution of the Sitalakhya river and its tributary, the Balu river, in order to ensure that it remains a viable, long-term source of potable water for Dhaka city.
· Under Sectoral Plans, Policies and Proposals Policy SE/1 seeks to designate Narayanganj area as a Special Rehabilitation Incentive Zone to revitalize the manufacturing sector to recover from decline of the jute sector.
· Sectoral Policy SE/4 advocates for an integrated policy of the incremental environmental upgrading and relocation, where necessary, polluting industries of Dhaka, in a manner commensurate with sound environmental practice and cost-effectiveness.
· Infrastructure Policy IN/2 promotes for incremental network development in the transport sector in order to conserve resources and being responsive to proven demand for the service being offered.

Urban Area Plan Recommendations

· Feasibility study of a second bridge over river Sitalakhya to provide direct road connection with Narayanganj should be undertaken.
· As proposed in the Structure Plan, the zone should be given the economic incentives zone status.
· To create job facilities, the communication facilities should be developed to help rehabilitate trade, commerce and industry. As one of the measures, construction of the road on the abandoned railway track should be completed on priority basis.
· Services like electricity, water, gas etc and drainage facilities should be brought to adequate scale and service level.




DPZ-07 Bandar-Sonargaon
Detailed Planning Zone-07 is constituted with Bandar, Kalagachia, Musapur, Madanpur, Dhamgar, Mograpara, Sadipur, Aminpur Pirizpur and Shambhupura unions. The area is generally rural characterized by scattered rural homesteads. Sporadic industrial activities are found along the Dhaka-Chittagong Highway. The Langalbandh area on the bank of Old Brahmaputra river is an important center of pilgrimage for the Hindu community.

Relevant Structure Plan Policies

· Sectoral Policy SE/4 advocates for an integrated policy of the incremental environmental upgrading and relocation, where necessary, of Dhaka’s polluting industries, in a manner commensurate with sound environmental practice and cost-effectiveness.

Urban Area Plan Recommendations

· Steer development on Dhaka-Chittagong Highway so as to maintain the integrity of highway’s function.


3.2 [bookmark: _TOC_250072]Planning Principles and Standards

3.2.1 [bookmark: _TOC_250071]Guiding Principles

Proposed landuses for the area has been prepared on the basis of the following principles:

· Environment friendly sustainable development of the area.
· City function to develop as per major landuse zones.
· Effective drainage through minimum hindrance to Flood Flow zones.
· Safe residential areas at proximity to place of work or major communication routes.
· Smooth and effective functioning of industries, especially export oriented industries.
· Safe yet faster connectivity.
· Develop to serve the surrounding hinterlands.

3.2.2 [bookmark: _TOC_250070]Planning Standards

Many standards and codes for guiding and controlling development are found in Bangladesh National Building Code (BNBC), 2006, Dhaka Mahanagar Imarat Nirman Bidhimala 2008 etc. For ascertaining minimum space requirement for different physical features and functions Besarkari Abashik Prokolper Bhumi Unnayan Bidhimala 2004 and for density control of an area ‘Floor Area Ratio [FAR]’ are the two very important legal instruments.

DMDP Structure Plan and Urban Area Plan too have fixed minimum standards for certain facilities. In today’s reality of congested unhygienic laissez-faire construction race where planning is a far cry, land is obviously the most scarce and hence most valuable asset.

Facility Standard
Planned development ensuring community’s active participation is the key to successful transformation of today’s Dhaka into tomorrow’s adorned green Dhaka. Keeping this vision in mind, the Consultants developed an optimum standard for the amenities and community facilities that the city dwellers deserve. Table No. 3.1 shows standard population served with corresponding area requirement for educational institutions as these data is frequently needed for physical planning decisions. Double shift for Primary School is discouraged due to odd timing hampering healthy grooming of the children. However, school of performing or fine arts for the children to complement the learning process is recommended in the school premise in the second half. Double shift for Colleges having Honours and Masters programme is also discouraged




for making way to carryout library work, sessionals/practicals and other extra curricular activities by the students. Data on university has not been included in this time saver chart as the catchment area of university extends far beyond the region it belongs.

Higher level plan identified Dhaka-Narayanganj-Demra [DND] triangle due to its flood free nature as one of the most potential areas for development. This area shall accommodate not only the naturally growing population of its own rather it is to house additional population from already choked built up Dhaka and inmigrants. Urban residential zone shall be developed in neighbourhood concept with following approximate standard that will be free of through traffic.

Gross area of neighbourhood	: 50 acres [approx.]
Gross density	: 225 to 250 persons per acre.

3.3 [bookmark: _TOC_250069]Preferred Development Strategies

Hydrological aspects dominated the issue of development of a suitable strategy for the physical development of the area so near to the heart of the capital city. All the higher level plans and studies carried out at varying points of time converged to the same conclusion that the drainage function that low lying areas and several rivers carryout, must not be obstructed by any development. Despite this unanimous expert cautions, the area is experiencing a tremendous development pressure with complete disregard to drainage requirement. DAP consultants for the area has worked out some effective strategy/policy for various issues that hinder the desiarable living environment. These are described under some basic heads:

3.3.1 [bookmark: _TOC_250068]Drainage

· Non-continuous smaller rural settlements above flood level surrounded by ample low lying areas (agriculture, flood flow) allowing uninterrupted flow of water to pass through.
· Minimize obstruction of flood water as is practicable.
· Appropriate connectivity by roads having sufficient openings to ensure needful flow of water across them as well as uninterrupted traditional water based connectivity by keeping appropriate navigation clearance at the bridges. This would help maintain the biodiversity of the area and contribute to sustainable environment in turn.
· Retention of excess water in the canal system in the DND area.

3.3.2 [bookmark: _TOC_250067]Residential Development

· Sub-divide Residential Landuse Zone based on the potentiality, trend and opportunity.
· Adopt Neighbourhood concept for new residential developments and provide community facilities as per need of the neighbourhood.




· Minimize through traffic and heavy vehicles within the neighbourhoods.
· Provide adequate safe and easy to move footpaths.
· Ensure community facilities and services of appropriate scale at neighbourhood level.

3.3.3 [bookmark: _TOC_250066]Industrial Development

· Ensure provision of central effluent treatment plant in case of industrial clusters.
· Ensure own treatment plant in case of individual facilities.
· Prohibit high hazard industries within the area.
· Relocate industries from predominantly residential zones in phases.
· Provide essential support facilities for effective functioning of the industries.

3.3.4 [bookmark: _TOC_250065]Mixed Use Development

· Relocate Noxious and heavy industries [red category as per DoE] to Heavy Industrial Zone as soon as practicable.
· Allow the red industries to maintain their status under strict abiding conditions until shifting.
· Ensure adequate safety and security of the people especially of the families residing in such mixed zones.
· Provide sufficient quantity of wide, easy to use and safe footpaths.
· Provide zebra crossing at road crossings instead of foot over bridge to ease the lives of major portion of low income workers likely to traverse on foot to reach their abode in the busy town.
· Ensure adequate utility services to ensure uninterrupted production.

3.3.5 [bookmark: _TOC_250064]Transport and Connectivity

· Provide safe, adequate and comfortable pedestrian paths.
· Provide appropriate and effective public transport routes with sufficient number of quality public transport to carry passenger.
· Grade separation of National and Regional Highways from the local main roads, the latter being at grade and the other two above grades.

3.3.6 [bookmark: _TOC_250063]Flood Flow Zones

· Strictly preserve the zone area as per the higher level plans and DAP.
· Promote agricultural and passive recreational use of the area during dry season.

3.3.7 [bookmark: _TOC_250062]Non-urban Areas

· Strictly preserve agriculture land from conversion into non-agricultural use.
· Promote traditional waterways in the low lying areas by constructing sub-merged road for dry season connectivity.
· Promote rural characteristics in the isolated homesteads keeping mandatory buffer to make way for the flood water to pass through.

· Strictly protect canal networks as per the DAP.
· Make provision for open spaces and water body at the neighbourhood level.

3.4 [bookmark: _TOC_250059]Major Infrastructure Proposals

3.4.1 [bookmark: _TOC_250058]Transport

Among the vital infrastructure supports required for the smooth functioning of urban life, the foremost is the accessibility. The physical interpretation of this requirement is an effective road network having a range of roads with proper hierarchy starting with major traffic arteries, connectors, distributors and finally down to access roads. Almost always these road networks physically house other vital utilities of urban life – electricity, tap water, gas, sewage disposal, storm water drainage and so forth so that the households come under their services. This calls for careful planning of the road sections off-setting the perennial problem of cutting of urban roads which causes tremendous discomfort to the citizens.

The National Highway No.1 connecting the port city Chittagong with the capital city Dhaka and several other Regional Highways pass through the DAP Group-B area. As maintenance of design speed is of prime importance for these highways, local traffic is disallowed completely. Settlements here have been developing at a rapid pace on both sides of the highways and they require frequent to and fro movement and at present creating tremendous threat to traffic safety and speed of the highway traffic as, such movements are allowed through the highways.

In order to address the above realities, proposed road infrastructure plan has recommended several measures under following three heads:

· National and Regional Highway related issues
· Road hierarchy, and
· Geometric road sections.

National and Regional Highway Related Issues
It has been observed that the traffic at the national and regional highways can more or less maintain the design speed all along the highway only except when it passes through some important settlements. The speed at these points is sharply slowed down due to crowding of local traffic on the highway. Following recommendations have been made to overcome the traffic congestion, maintain design speed and ensure safety:

· Primary roads on both sides of the national and regional highways, the later being suggested at a higher grade. These roads can well be accommodated within the existing right of way of the highways. Thus the cost and practical hassle associated with the land acquisition process will not be needed. Layouts are shown in Figure 3.1.

· To ease the frequent movement between homogeneous communities separated by the highways, the primary roads along the highways are linked at grade allowing uninterrupted highway traffic to pass over at a higher grade keeping necessary clearance below for all types of vehicles to pass through (Figure No. 3.3 and 3.4).

· At such points bus bays are proposed beside the highway on both sides equipped with ticket counters, stairs for




connecting the levels. Public toilets for both male and female have also been suggested. Besides, large areas under the ramp of highway may be used by the related line agencies or Paurashava. Figure No. 3.5 shows such provisions.

· Entry to the highways is denied completely only except at about 5 km intervals within the city area. At the entry and exit point too elaborate design measures are proposed for the vehicles to control their speed. Highway Police Box and provision for their petrol vehicles have been made. Figure 3.5 shows a layout of such an entry- exit point.

Road Hierarchy
Basically three types of roads make up the network in a city:

· Main traffic arteries providing connectivity among the various parts of the city. The roads serving this purpose are called Primary roads. The consultants suggest 3 standard primary roads.

· The next level roads establish the link between the access roads with the primary roads. These are called Secondary roads. The consultants suggest 2 standards for Secondary roads.

· The last class of roads is access roads. This road provides access to the individual households and link into secondary roads. The consultants suggest 2 standards for Access roads.

All these standards are of course meant for the areas where practicable preferably new development areas. But in many parts which are already built up, these cannot be achieved.

Geometric Road Section
Geometric section for all these categories of proposed standard roads have been proposed keeping in mind the following issues:

· Safety and ease of the pedestrian traffic through segregation
· Utility layout in a certain track which would make part of the footpath. It would save the costly road crest as well as the sufferings of the people for maintenance or other works related to utility lines which otherwise done by cutting road crests so frequently.
· Road width has been determined as multiple of standard lane widths not on arbitrary basis.

A standard road section with utility channels on both sides of the road stretching under the foot path is developed for the whole range of roads (Figure No. 3.1, Figure No. 3.2 and Figure No. 3.3).

Detailed Area Plan Transport Network
The Consultants have proposed a network of Primary roads to provide access facilities in the whole of the Group-B area. The proposals are made for short term and the long term. In proposing the network the higher level plan guidelines have been followed and proposed north-south roads have been provided in 1000-1200m interval and east-west roads have been provided in 1500m interval. The proposed network included proposals for the entire area including agricultural zones to secure right of way for future use. The new north-south and east-west road proposed by the consultants are listed in the Table No 3.4.

Here it may be mentioned that the proposal includes all the Structure Plan proposed roads excepting one east-west road of the DND area. Actually this road is a side walk of an irrigation canal, which the consultants have proposed to retain as khal for drainage purposes. Map No. 3.1 shows proposed road network of the area.

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Commuter Rail Network
The consultants adopt the DMDP proposal for future Commuter Rail Network. A branch of the same, as proposed by the DMDP covers the DND area running eastward from Fatullah Railway Station then turning to north cover the eastern fringe area. The Consultants propose that the commuter rail should be built on the DND spine road right of way. The DND spine road right of way has capacity to accommodate a rail section in it. The Consultants feel that this will help avoid land acquisition for commuter rail in the Group-B area. However, a detailed study is required in this respect.

3.4.2 [bookmark: _TOC_250057]Utility Services

Water Supply
Discussion has been made about the existing water supply system of the area in Chapter-2. It is found that Narayanganj Paurashava, Kadam Rasul Paurashava and a very small part of DND area is covered by piped water supply system. There is no piped water supply system in the Siddhirganj Paurashava and rural parts of the area. The area will continue with present system of collecting water from own or community tube wells. It is proposed that piped water network to be introduced incrementally in the Siddhirganj Paurashava and urban parts of DND during the second phase of the plan period.

Total quantity of water requirement

The quantity of water requirement can be computed by using the method: Qr = Pr x q Where, Qr = The quantity of water required per day
Pr = The projected population at the end of design period q = The rate of water consumption per day

Assumptions
· Per day per capita water consumption 160 liters
· Technical loss 20%
· Industrial/Commercial demand 20%

From the above analysis, it is found that there is a huge gap between the projected demand and the existing installed capacity. To improve the situation huge investment from the public fund will be required for existing urban areas alone. On the other hand, it will require more investment for expansion of piped water for new urban areas mostly areas of Siddhirganj Paurashava, DND and Narayanganj west area.

In this situation, pollution of Sitalakhya river and Buriganga river should be controlled to enable use of their water with minimum cost. The whole matter depends on the policy of the central government. It is beyond the capacity of the local government institutions. The idea of bringing water from Meghna or Mawa ghats may prove very expensive in the long run.
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In the prevailing situation, the consultants recommend that both surface and ground water sources should be exploited with major emphasis on surface water.

In established urban areas it is difficult to secure enough green/uncovered area for enabling percolation of water for ground water recharge. Provision has been made to open up the existing canals and create open spaces which will help percolation of rain water. In the DND area the proposed canal system provides openings for percolation of water. However, a separate study is recommended for investigating the possibility of use of water to be retained in the canal system for treatment for the human consumption. For existing urban area of Narayanganj Paurashava and Kadam Rasul Paurashava, there is no scope for treatment of waste water.

Solid Waste Management
Recycling of solid waste is gradually becoming popular in the wake of its potentiality for reuse as well as to avoid problems associated with disposal through dumping method. In many countries this recycling process is encouraged through healthy incentives too.

Solid wastes are mostly generated from kitchen wastes and from use of day to day essentials. They generally have two parts: perishable and non-perishable. The non-perishable part is sent directly to the factories as raw materials and it comes back to the people as new product. The perishable portion constitutes the major share of the solid waste. With a simple technology this huge waste can be transformed into quality natural fertilizer. It effectively saves from the adverse effect of chemical fertilizers and raises agricultural production in a very eco-friendly way.

A vast land area in Group-B jurisdiction has been recommended to continue as its present agricultural use. The Group-B adjoining Munshiganj area is renowned for its potato production.

Considering all these, the consultants recommend that there should be no more dumping of solid waste in the low lying areas as is practiced presently causing huge pollution, filling out low lying natural water retention areas and so forth. Instead, entire solid waste management should focus on recycling and composting of such waste to capture above benefits.

Solid waste processing area has been earmarked in the proposed landuse map. The proposed landuse control procedures, has necessary provision for accommodating solid waste processing areas as may be required by the relevant agency.

It may be mentioned here that, Waste Concern, a local organisation, active with the research and implementation of such recycling and composting procedure in the Dhaka Metropolitan area headed by two successful Urban Planners has already earned very respectable UNICEF award for their discovery and effective contribution in this field.

Drainage
Drainage is one of the major concerns of Narayanganj people. Once very successful Dhaka-Narayanganj-Demra (DND) Irrigation Project has now turned into a curse for the inhabitants. DND Drainage improvement is nowadays synonymous to drainage problem of the whole Narayanganj area. This has been specially considered in the drainage mitigation proposal.
Drainage Improvement: DND Area Background
DND is a leading irrigation project executed by BWDB during 1962-1968 to fulfil national objectives of attaining self
reliance in food grain production. The DND area covers 56.79 km2. The area is spread over two districts, they are Demra & Shyampur thanas of the Dhaka district and Fatullah & Siddirganj thanas of the Narayanganj district.




Since 2004 the DND area is experiencing protracted water logging causing immense sufferings to the inhabitants. Description of the DND area has been made in chapter-II, as such in this section attempt has been made to explain the devise for pumping out the accumulated water to retrieve the area from water logging. Finally recommendations have been made to adopt for mitigation measures of the problem. However, it is evident that the mitigation of the problem will need substantial investment from public fund and further study will be required for taking up projects for mitigation of the problem.

Compartmentalization of DND
According to JICA proposals, DND is divided into three drainage compartments for efficient discharge of accumulated water from precipitation and accommodate the time lag required for pumping out of the excess water. The proposal includes provision of separate Pump Houses for each compartment, located in three convenient locations for quick discharge in to outfall (river). Considering the run off distance to travel, a slight modification of the compartments has been proposed in DAP Plan.

Planning Options

· Widening of existing khals
· Excavation of existing khals for required depth (3.5 m)
· Installation of additional Pumps (improvement of drainage discharge capacity)
· Demarcation of retention areas, if needed
· Connection of missing links (khals)
· Storm water drainage ( more than required section) to get rid of temporary inundation
· Restoration of canal (according to RS Mauza)
· Storage and retention ponds

Recommended Options

· Use the existing canals as Retention Area instead of separate Retention Ponds
· Re-delineation of the boundaries of compartment C and B
· Restoration of encroached canal
· Excavation of existing canal for design depth
· Connection of missing links of canals
· Road side storm water drainage (more than required section)
· Recycling of stored water for supply of drinking water within DND area
· Installation of additional pumps (As per JICA proposal)

Advantages of canal proposal

Canal ensures
· Retention
· Drainage of water
· Intake at every point
· Evaporation & percolation of water
· Minimum of acquisition

To avoid acquisition of land for retention pond it has been decided to utilize the existing canals for retention of water. Stakeholders are also against retention pond system, as this will result in large scale eviction which will give rise to social problem and general resentment in the community. On the other hand, the existing canals, if re-excavated to proper sections are capable of retaining water for the time lag required to pump out.




3.5 Amenities and Urban Facilities Proposals

Attempts have been made to provide amenities and facilities for the entire Group-B area people. The proposal for amenities and facilities has been made in line with people’s aspirations quantified through stakeholders’ consultation. Moreover, despite nation wide reputation of Narayanganj for national level sportsmen, Narayanganj lacks in facilities for the promotion of games and sports. Provisions have made to mitigate this problem also. The proposals are compiled below:

3.6 [bookmark: _TOC_250056]Description of the Plan

Proposed Plan
Plan proposal for the Group-B area includes various types of landuses. The DND area is designated as one of the future urban expansion areas of the DMDP area. It is expected that at the end of the plan period the area will accommodate about 1 million additional people. To meet the future requirement of circulation network and right of ways of roads with appropriate widths (in order to accommodate utility provision) have been proposed. Summary of the proposed landuse is provided in the Table No. 3.5. From the table it is found that Urban Residential Zone and Rural Settlement Zone together occupies the highest amount of land followed by the Agricultural land. The volume of Agricultural land and Flood Flow Zone indicates that a substantial area of the Group-B will remain rural at the end of the project period. Detailed description of the plan has been made on the basis of Detailed Planning Zone (DPZ). Landuses of the entire Group-B area is shown in Integrated Planning Map No. 3.10.

DPZ-01 Shyampur-Dania-Matuail
Detailed Planning Zone-01 consists of three unions namely: Shyampur, Dania, Matuail and covers about 5283.97 acres. According to 2001 Census population of the area is 370232; projection made for the year 2015 indicates an increase of 300145 persons making the total 670377.

The DMDP higher level plans designated this area as new urban area to be mostly used for residential purposes. The development trend indicates that the area is developing as residential areas. There are large tracts of undeveloped land which can be developed in a planned manner. In order to arrest the present sprawl development trend RAJUK should intervene and impose strict development control measure and initiate development through people’s participation.

The RAJUK sponsored Kadamtali-Shympur Industrial Park is located here. Other than this industrial park, there are several clusters where industrial activities are carried out. The hazardous industries of the area have been recommended to be shifted to the designated area gradually. The only sewage treatment plant of Dhaka is also located here though it does not serve the area.

Pagla Fault which runs east-west along the Pagla canal is a potential source of natural disaster and for which necessity of separate study has been pointed out by the consultants. Proposed landuse for the zone is presented by the following Table 3.6.

This fast growing area is not covered by municipal administration. The consultants propose that a new municipality namely ‘Matuail Paurashava.’ be created to provide municipal services in the area. The consultants also propose to include in the said municipality the area east of Jatrabar-Postagala road now under DCC. It is recommended that the area should not be included in the DCC, rather itself should become a separate municipality.

The zone is served by Dhaka-Chittagong, Jatrabari-Demra, Old Dhaka-Narayanganj and Demra-Adamjee roads. However, the existing internal roads are narrow and ill drawn. In order to provide road network capable of serving the projected traffic several north-south and east-west roads have been proposed in the zone. Road hierarchy has been maintained and for smooth functioning of national and regional roads proposal has been made for separate lanes for highway traffic and local traffic. It is also proposed that the leased out plots of the right of way of Dhaka-Chittagong road of the zone should be reverted in order to reconstruct it according to the design road section for this road.




The proposed Mass Rail Transit route to follow the Link Road right of way (quite a substantial length of the road runs through the zone. However, right of way of the road in this zone has not been acquired yet).

For drainage mitigation, widening of existing khals and link khals to enable water to reach the pumping station has been proposed. Integrated Planning Map No. 3.2 shows the proposed landuse along with the road network of DPZ-01. The proposed road network of the DPZ 01 is also presented in the Table 3.7.

DPZ-02 Kutubpur-Fatullah-Enayet Nagar

Pagla Fault which runs east-west along the Pagla canal is partially located in the zone. The consultants recommend that a separate study on the impact of the fault should be carried out by RAJUK. However, all construction works in the area of influence of the fault must adhere to the BNBC set out guidelines.

The zone is fast growing and parts of the area are old settlement areas. However, the area is not covered by municipal administration. In order to ensure municipal services in the zone the consultants propose to create a new municipality covering the Kutubpur Union and parts of Fatullah and Enayet Nagar unions. The proposed municipality may be named as ‘Kutubpur Paurashava.’

The DND Drainage plan through a system of canal network in compartments with separate Pump Houses is expected to solve the water logging problem of the DND parts of the DPZ.

Proposed Railway Chord line should not be linked with Fatullah, which should follow a different alignment to connect Dhirasham directly.

The proposed Mass Rail Transit route to follow the Link Road right of way (quite a substantial length of the road runs through the zone).

Dyeing industries located in the DND area is proposed to be gradually relocated in the extended general industrial zone around the BSCIC industrial estate. A central effluent treatment plant to treat the effluent of the dyeing industries is proposed to be set up by the government. Until shifting of the dyeing industries from the DND area, these will be treated as non conforming use in the DPZ and will not be allowed to expand.

The Buriganga river front is extensively used for storage of bulk construction materials and encroachment in to the river is common. It is proposed that BIWTA take effective measure to prevent such encroachment.

It is also recommended that Landing Stations should be provided in this part of Circular Water Way to enable people to avail the water way for travel to destinations around river front.

The zone is served by Old Dhaka-Narayanganj Road, Narayanganj Link Road and the Dhaka-Narayanganj Rail road. To improve the internal connectivity road network proposal includes several north-south and east-west roads. To increase the efficiency of Old Dhaka-Narayanganj road grade separation is proposed at places where right of way is difficult to secure. Here it may be mentioned that the acquired right of way of the road has been encroached at several points. It is also found that some section of the road has been leased out to private individuals. This will severely impede the proposed

improvement of the road. The proposed widening generally follows the acquisition line. But at places the acquired right of way is less than the proposed widening. The Panchabati intersection is proposed to be improved through grade separation. Map 3.3 shows the proposed landuse and road network of the DPZ 02.

DPZ-03 Siddhirganj Paurashava
Siddhirganj Paurashava has been recently created covering a large portion of the DND and most of the Adamjee-Demra industrial belt. It covers an area of 5849.56 acres with a population of 260687 according to 2001 Census report. The projected population in 2015 will be 472025.

In the higher level plans, the DND part of the Paurashava has been designated as New Urban Land Development Area, Sitalakhya river front as Industrial Moderate Hazard zone and established urban area. The development trend indicates that Bhuigar, Jalkundi and Godenyle areas are fast developing. However, a large area within the zone is agricultural land and under pressure of speculative land transfer through sub-division in to small plots. On the other hand the Old Adamjee- Demra industrial belt is rejuvenating with the establishment of an EPZ in the Adamjee premises. Besides the Siddhirganj Power House and the Grain Silo, several cotton spinning, composite knit garment and jute industries have been set up in the area. Sitalakhya river front at the foot of the Kanchpur Bridge is being encroached upon by traders of bulk building materials.

The zone is served by a part of the Dhaka-Chittagong road, Demra-Adamjee-Narayanganj road and Narayanganj Link road. To improve the internal connectivity road network proposal includes several north-south and east-west roads of appropriate widths. To increase the efficiency of the Chittagong road intersection and Narayanganj Link road intersection grade separated traffic crossing has been proposed. For providing Clover Leaf intersection separate study is required. Widening of the Demra-Adamjee road has been proposed. Leased out plots of right of way of Dhaka-Chittagong road is also proposed to be cancelled to enable the reconstruction of the road according to the design section proposed for the road.

The areas between Demra-Adamjee road and the Sitalakhya river will be developed through land fill above flood level. There is no proposal for the implementation of the FAP 8A compartment of this location. It is also not feasible in the context of present development trend and public fund requirement for implementation of such projects. However, the 2nd Pump House of the DND project will be located in the Adamjee area of the zone. Proposed landuse for the zone is presented in the Table 3.10.

Landuse proposal for the zone includes a site of Institutional use especially setting up of a Public University to cater to the need of higher education of the people of DND and Narayanganj area. Other proposals include areas of mixed use development and General Industrial Zone. Proposal has been made to relocate the hazardous industries of the area to the designated areas of this type of industries. The stakeholders’ wish to set up a private Inland Container Depot (ICD) in the Adamjee Premises does not hold good as that has been converted to a EPZ. On the other hand river front and the undeveloped areas between settlements offer opportunity for setting up of an ICD in the zone.

The proposed Mass Rail Transit route to follow the Link road right of way (a very small portion runs through the zone). It is also proposed that the now abandoned railway track connecting with a loop with Adamjee rail to be connected with

Narayanganj Rail Station through now abandoned railway track along the proposed road on the west bank of Sitalakhya river.

On completion of Detailed Area Plan project RAJUK should undertake Action Area Plan for the development of large pockets of undeveloped land within the zone through people’s participation (Land Readjustment Technique).

DPZ-04 Baktabali-Alirtek
DPZ-04 is constituted with Baktabali union and Alirtek union. Baktabali and Alirtek unions are low lying and part of flood flow zone. The zone is accessible through Old Dhaka-Narayanganj and Mukterpur road. The DPZ-04 covers an area of 7911.16 acres with a population of 49930 according to 2001 Census report. The projected population in 2015 will be 84847.

No change of the landuse has been proposed in this part of the Dhaleshwari Flood Plain. Landuse for the zone is presented in the following Table 3.12. Map No. 3.5 shows the landuse and road network of DPZ-04.

As the zone is a part of Flood Plain, no new road has been proposed for it to discourage development in the area which in turn will protect its main function of drainage without impediments.

DPZ-05 Narayanganj Paurashava and Adjoining Areas
Narayanganj is one of the oldest urban centers of the country and the largest river port. Activities related to jute processing and transportation, for which Narayanganj came to be known as Dundee of the east, is waning. Historically Narayanganj was a salt trading center which is continuing till today in much larger scale. Flour milling and small-scale engineering workshops to meet the local needs are also found here. For its easy transportation linkages Narayanganj is one of important centers of the whole sale trading of all types of commodities, especially textile products. Traders from all around the country collect their needed commodities like yarn, dyes, chemicals, hosiery items, flour, edible oil, salt cement rod etc. from Narayanganj. Narayanganj is housing garment factory or garment factory related activities extensively.
Though Narayanganj is one of the old urban centers of the country, the development is haphazard and sprawl. There is no planned residential area within the zone. Roads are mostly narrow and houses being built covering maximum plot area leaving no space for road widening. There are several spots in the municipality where water logging takes place with every drop of rainfall. There is no play ground and park while utility provision is poor. The city seriously lacks standard academic institution. It takes unnecessarily longer time in commuting to Dhaka due to congestion on roads. There is no town service in the city. Right of ways of the important roads is occupied by hawkers. The city is overwhelmed by non motorized transport like rickshaws which make road crossing at several points very difficult. Water way is not properly used due to government policies which make huge infrastructure remaining underutilized. The zone houses the new District Administration complex, District Jail and the Narayanganj Sadar Upazila complex. The BSCIC Knit Garments estate is another element of the zone. The Kashipur union is developing fast as new urban area. Industrial developments are also found in the union.
Development proposals for the zone includes several project based uses ranging from academics to historical site preservation.
Medical College
A Public Medical College is proposed to be set up in the Narayanganj Old D.C. Office Complex including the abandoned sub-jail structure. This premise is bounded in the west by Institute Road, in the north by Shaista Khan Road, in the east by Narayanganj General Post Office, Bangladesh Telecommunication Company Ltd. office and Narayanganj College and in the south by Paurashava owned new katcha bazaar building.
Chandmari Sports Complex and Civic Centre
Chandmari Play Ground in the Chashara area along the Dhaka-Narayanganj Link road is to become a Sport Complex and Civic Centre of international standard. Here it may be mentioned that this was one of the prime sports ground of the Narayanganj Town until late eighties of the last century when it became a slum. During the last Caretaker Government’s rule slums were removed and it is now under military control. This Railway property was given to the Police Department for shooting practice, used to be extensively used by the local people as sports ground and jogging site also. This traditional play field is to become a sports complex with facilities to hold shooting and other indoor games competition of Commonwealth Games standard. This will also provide jogging facilities for the residents of Narayanganj. A preliminary design of the Complex is provided in the Chapter-5.

Fort Complex
Fort area was a sports complex before the World War-II. Annual Sports of the local schools used to be held in the open ground around the Fort. During the World War-II it was converted to a temporary camp for the American soldiers with a Field Hospital built in a portion of the Fort. The Field Hospital was converted to a Maternity Hospital after the end of the war and later it was given to the Fire Brigade. Fire Brigade has been shifted to its own building nearby and the Archaeology Department has recently reconstructed the site to return it to its original shape. After partition of the country in 1947, Jute based activities started to shift from Kolkata to Narayanganj area in the newly created country. At that time to meet the demand for storage area, the Jute Board constructed a number of jute godowns in this open space. On the decline of jute based activities, Jute Board has leased out almost the entire godown area to private individuals. Thus the process of premature death of this open space was completed. The Dacca Master Plan 1959 earmarked this and 44 acres area around the Fort to develop as an open space and tourist spot. Proposal has been included in the Detailed Area Plan to return this place to its original use. A preliminary design has been included in Chapter-5.
Aquatic Sports Complex at Charargope
The Detailed Area Plan has included a scheme to convert the charagope area including parts of Narayanganj Railway Station and Kumudiny Welfare Trust premises into a Regional level Aquatic Sports Complex. A preliminary design has been included in the Chapter-5.

Theme Park at Jimkhana Railway Land
The traditional Jimkhana ground is proposed to be converted to a theme park for the recreation of the residents of the Narayanganj town. A preliminary design has been included in Chapter-5.

Alauddin Memorial Football Stadium
The traditional Jimkhana Play Ground is proposed to be converted to a Football Stadium in the memory of Late Alauddin Khan, a famous Football Player from Narayanganj town.

Other proposals include restoration of Khanpur Children’s Park in its original shape, a new ladies park in the khas land located at the southern boundary of the Labour Welfare Centre on the Nawab Salimullah road, a museum in the BIWTA Banglow in the Barafkal area, restoration of the Fatullah Cattle Hat as open space and play ground, Amusement Park at Saidpur and Isdair.

A number of new roads have been proposed to make the circulation network of the zone efficient. List of the roads are provided in the Table No 3.6. The widening of Old Dhaka-Narayanganj road affects some of the important structures at the Chasara point. The Baitul Aman building and its adjacent mosque, Santana Market, Chasara Police Out-Post and the Zila Parishad Dakbanglow are some of them. All these structures can be rebuilt in their existing premises with readjustment. In order to improve the connectivity and travel need of the town dwellers a serious thought over the issue has to be given so that the widening of the road can be possible in the long run. The Panchabati intersection is proposed to be improved through grade separation.

The new road along the Adamjee Railway tract connecting the Old Dhaka-Narayanganj road above grade will need further detailed study. The Dhaka-Narayanganj Link road at the Chashara point has been proposed to be widened to 150'. The recently constructed Military Market and the Rifle Club will be affected by this proposal. Rifle Club is proposed to to be shifted to the Chandmari proposed Sports Complex. A new above grade Bus Terminal is proposed in the present Chashara Bus Stand site extending up to Chashara Railway Station. For strategic reason Chashara Railway Station may have to be relocated. The treatment of this area is a complex one, but due to its importance as being the gateway to Narayanganj it cannot be ignored. Consultants recommend that a comprehensive study of this Road, Rail Communication be undertaken immediately.

On the other hand leased out land parcel of the Old Dhaka-Narayanganj road is proposed to be returned back to the road right of way and all incidence of encroachment removed. The religious structure in front of the DC Complex, the eastern portion of the Fatullah Stadium and several other structures have been built on the right of way of the Narayanganj Link Road. For future extension of the road this has to be stopped.

The jurisdiction of the Narayanganj Paurashava area (demand for making it a corporation is mounting every day) is proposed to be extended to the boundary of the Detailed Planning Zone-5 boundary. The zone covers an area of 4893.46 acres with a population of 254558 according to 2001 Census report. The projected population in 2015 will be 432577.

DPZ-6 Kadam Rasul Paurashava
Kadamrasul Paurashava has been created by separating it from the Narayanganj Paurashava. Kadam Rasul Paurashava stands on the east bank of Sitalakhya river. The first jute mill of the country was set up here, though it has now been closed and scraped. The only national level institution of the entire Group-B area: The Institute of Marine Technology is located here. Other important establishments are Sonakanda Dockyard, Haripur Power Station, several cotton textile and jute mills. The famous Kadam Rasul darga and the Shahi Masjid, a very old mosque of the region are located here. The zone including the paurashava area covers 3585.91 acres with projected population of 161572 for the year 2015.

Development pressure in the zone is low and there are pockets of undeveloped land in the area. However, development is of sprawl nature. A sizable population of the zone works in adjacent Narayanganj paurashava area by crossing the Sitalakhya reiver through Bandar and Nabiganj ferry ghats. The zone is a part of the Narayanganj old industrial belt. The river front of the zone is dotted with various industries. Encroachment in to Sitalakhya river is very common. The Sitalakhya river front stretching from Bandar area in the south to Kuripara in the north has been designated as General Industrial Zone. A substantial part of the zone has been designated as urban residential zone.

The historical site of the Sonakanda Fort area is proposed to be developed as a regional level tourist spot.

There has been encroachment in to the Sitalakhya river at many points, especially by a cement factory opposite the Barafkal BIWTA jetty. It is proposed that all structures encroached in to the river must be removed.

To provide connection with the North-south spine road (Road connecting Chittagong Road with Madanganj in the south built on the now abandoned Narsingdi-Madanganj railway tract) several east west road has been proposed. Two bridges, one in Nabiganj and the other in Sayedpur area to facilitate river crossing of the people has been proposed too. A new road connecting the Dhaka-Chittagong Road in the Sonargaon area to by pass the central area of both Narayanganj and Kadam Rasul Paurashava is included in the new road proposal.

DPZ-07 Bandar-Sonargaon
Detailed Planning Zone-07 is constituted with Bandar, Kalagachia, Musapur, Madanpur, Dhamgar, Mograpara, Sadipur, Aminpur, Pirizpur and Shambhupura unions. The total population for this area was 189910 in the year 2001. The projected population of the area is 343870 for the year 2015 that shows an increase of 153960 people.

The area is generally rural in character and has been designated in the higher level plan as Agricultural Zone. In order to maintain the present character of the zone any development other than the infrastructure to support the agricultural practices has been prohibited.

The Langalbandh area, which is an old Pilgrimage Place of the Hindu community is to be developed as a religio-cultural center to enable perform the religious rites properly and safely.

Any development along Langalbandh-Minarbari road and along the Road connecting Nabiganj with Chittagong road at Sonargaon via Kaikertek will be discouraged.

To ensure food security rural settlements will not be allowed to be extended in the agricultural designated land.

Proposed landuse and road network is shown in Map 3.8 and statistics of landuse is presented in the following Table 3.18.
